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TO THE METHODIST CHURCH OF MEXICO: 
From April 23 to May 3, the General Conference of the United Methodist Church (UMC) was held in the 
City of Charlotte, North Carolina, USA. Among several issues discussed, the elimination in the Legislation 
of harmful language, practices and policies against homosexuality was approved. Also approved was the 
elimination of restrictions on the ordination of clergy belonging to the LGBT community, among other 
things. 
We must not forget that Methodism in Mexico revolves around 25 doctrinal articles, a theological task, 
fundamental doctrines, a social creed, general rules and articles that reflect the will and life of the church 
in matters of government, organization and guidelines that are reflected in the IMMAR Discipline. These 
can differ from what other Methodist denominations in other countries have regulated without that 
making us enemies as sister churches. 
Therefore, the various aspects related to the decisions on sexuality, equal marriage, ordination of 
ministers and position towards the LGBT+ community that have been taken by the General Conference 
cited above have no effect on us as a national church. We invite you to remember that: 
We maintain a Concordat with the UMC which does not make us part of it. We are an autonomous 
affiliated church. Our relationship with the UMC is fraternal in nature and with total autonomy from it. 
We have some rights granted by both parties and specified in our Discipline (Art. 9-11 and 271 
Discipline 2022-26)* 
--What the UMC decides and regulates is not normative for us, since we are an autonomous and 
independent Church (Art. 9-11 and 271 Discipline 2022-26)* 
--We have an official position on Human Sexuality and endorsed by the agreements made in the General 
Conferences held in 2018 and 2022 already reflected in articles that are normative for us (Art 339,340, 
784 paragraphs g), i); Social Creed section C; Declaration of principles of the Marriage group 1 and art 1; 
and in the IMMAR Responses section to contemporary challenges "Human Sexuality")* in addition to the 
statement from the College of Bishops on the subject issued on February 25, 2021.* 
This is where we are categorical and specific in our way of thinking in relation to behaviors that we do 
not consider to be in accordance with God's original plan. 
We reiterate our commitment to accept anyone within our community to receive spiritual help, since 
our reason for being is to show God's love and announce his Kingdom. May our behaviors be 
manifestations of a new person in Christ, who operates constant changes through the work of the Holy 
Spirit in your life every day.
